Date /Venue:
Saturday 5th March 2011, Copse Wood, Marlborough, SU 282 619 – about half a mile East of Wilton Windmill.

Format: 
Informal event with pin punching. 

Courses:
Blue 
6.7 km, 120m ascent


Green
4.0 km,   70m ascent


Orange 2.9 km,   50m ascent


Yellow  2.0 km,   40m ascent

Times/Fees:
Registration from 1030. Starts between 1100 and 1200. Senior £5, Junior £3 - £1 from each entry will be donated to the Wiltshire Air Ambulance.

Map:
Overprinted at 1:10,000. We will print maps (on waterproof paper) for the expected number of participants. In the event of a larger turnout, finishers will be asked to recycle their maps for later competitors. Copies of the map will be forwarded to you on request in this case.

Dogs:

Please note that regrettably we are not able to allow dogs at this event.

Ticks:
There are deer in the woods, so we recommend checking for ticks after your run.

Facilities:
Basic First Aid.   No toilets.  Please bring your own drinks

Parking: 
Parking will be in the landowner’s farmyard.    Space is very limited, so please share cars if possible.    Please also be prepared to park cars in pairs very close to each other (after passengers have got out!), to save space.    There will be overflow parking on a road verge some 400m from the farmyard - it will necessary to walk back along a minor road - please take care.   The start and finish are together, 150m from the farmyard.

Terrain:
Mainly deciduous woodland, generally runnable, some brambles in places.

Competitors on the Blue course will cross a field (please keep to the obvious public footpath across the field) and a minor road to the Western area of the map, and will return by the same route.     Take care crossing the road - there will be road signs to alert drivers, but no marshals. Also, please enter the Western area only at the main gate.   A new track is being made in this area, and a lot of brashings are lying on the ground alongside a path – these are shown by green lines either side of the path.
